ESSAY INSTRUCTIONS
In 1956, President Dwight Eisenhower convened the White House Summit on Citizen Diplomacy.  Acutely aware of the devastation and horrific costs of war, Eisenhower thought that peace was everyone's business. He stated: "If we are going to take advantage of the assumption that all people want peace, then the problem is for people to get together and to leap governments---if necessary to evade governments---to work out not one method but thousands of methods by which people can gradually learn a little bit more of each other." In light of this statement, what does it mean to you to be a global citizen?  Why is it important to educate the next generation to be aware of the economic, political and social world around them?   Do you consider yourself a global citizen and what do you currently do or have done in the past to be a global citizen?
